PURPOSE OF POST:

To assist in the development of the 5 Tier Recovery Programme (5TRP). that was designed from the Test of Change completed in the Lochee Community Hub. The post holder will engage with other services around Dundee providing need based services within the Hubs around substance use and the 5TRP. The post holder will review and develop training programmes to distribute the recovery programme around Dundee. They will make links with services and take the lead on the development of the programme and the design going forward linking in with the Hubs Manager. They will take the lead on the collating of evidence and the communications between services as well as looking at new ways of working in dual diagnosis support in Dundee. 
MAIN DUTIES:

Develop and facilitate the 5TRP in both of the Hubs and across Dundee 
2.
To have lead responsibility for the development of the 5TRP linking in with other services and The Hub’s Manager.

Working with the other Hub coordinators and staff to ensure a welcoming community focussed ethos that encourages participation from all in the community.

4.
Have knowledge of the community the Hub serves and create appropriate strategies to reduce barriers and promote participation from all within that community, particularly families and people affected by substance misuse, mental health, and poverty.

5.
To gather data and evaluate data in line with agreed outcomes in order to provide regular reports on the 5TRP to members and the Hub’s Manager.

6.
Undertaking face-to-face group work and meetings with adults and young people in the community as well as services around substance use. 

7.
Work in partnership with relevant providers to develop the 5TRP.

8.
 Assist in the development of smaller funding applications and initiatives, which create opportunities for the Hub with the aim of ensuring sustainability of the project.
